PASTOR GREGS COLUMN
“This Most Historical Election”

| feel like the news folks say every two years, but certainly every four years, “this is the most historic election
ever!” The truth is that this one is pretty historical. People on all sides are frustrated, angry, emotional, hurting,
excited, involved, resigned, and a whole host of other things. Still others have simply opted out. Facebook and
other social media is full of political banter, most of it based in someone’s opinion and little based in fact.
Either candidate represents challenges and has, as they say, “high negatives.” But either way, we will choose a
president on November 8. Remember to vote!

There is a lot of anxiety about this election. The public is more polarized than perhaps ever. There are
charges of rigging, election fraud, unfair media bias...you name it! For most people, we feel caught in the
middle. We have made our choice, but we aren’t too sure about it. And that’s just for president. We’ll choose
a senator, congressman, and other “down the ballot” people.

Politicians become fair game for criticism and especially for humor. I have to admit I’ve seen some pretty
funny caricatures of both major presidential candidates. They are funny, but in some ways they are not. Times
are tough. People are in crisis. Wars rage around the world. We are called to lead around the globe, but we
have some real problems here at home. There’s so much stress about all of this.

Exercise your right and vote on November 8. There will be plenty to do after election night is over, | assure
you.

In the meantime, take a break. Catch the last remaining color on the trees. Take a walk on a crisp, cool day.
Take time to pray. Our Bible is full of stories of times that were a whole lot worse than ours. Exile, slavery,
wandering in the wilderness, execution of a leader, our Bible knows human reality well. And yet, through it all,
God is at work. It’s not always easy to see, or to understand, but God is at work. I still don’t believe that the
end of the world is at hand. | know many people do. My faith is larger than that. My trust in God is deep.

In the midst of the stress, look for signs of God being at work. See hope where it resides. Find beauty in the
world around you. Seek ways to reconnect relationships that have been split apart by this polarizing election.
Love one another, even when you disagree, with the grace that comes through Christ.

In the end, God wins. In the meantime, it is for us to figure out how to be most faithful. May you feel God’s
blessing. May you still have much to be thankful for even if your candidate loses. May you find community,
May you find hope.
